Getting to Know Mary :  
 

 The so-called Casket Letters are widely believed to be crucial to the issue of whether Mary, 

Queen of Scots, shares the guilt for her husband, Lord Darnleyôs murder. They were found in a little 

coffer of silver, a gift from Bothwell to Mary.  The authenticity of the letters has been a source of con-

troversy among historians.  Mary argued that her handwriting was not difficult to imitate .  Also, we 

must remember that James Stewart, Earl of Moray, Maryôs half brother, presented the Casket Letters at 

the York Conference in 1568 - thereafter becoming regent.    

 Mary sent a letter begging for her life to Sixtus V.  It is now among 100 of the most historically 

significant items due to go on display in Rome.  She wrote the missive from her prison cell at Fotherin-

gay Castle, Northamptonshire.  Written in French she asks for forgiveness for her sins  but also speaks 

out against falsehoods just three months before she was executed.   

 When you go back through history and study some of the other happenings during that period,  

it becomes easier to assume that Mary was  incriminated as was Anne Boleyn.
