Scottish team concocts whiskey car fuel:  Alcohol has no place behind the wheel of a car, but a 

team of Scottish scientists believe it might be perfect for the fuel tank:  Researchers at Edinburgh 

Napier Universityôs Biofuel Research Center. according to a report in Sky News, 

say they have successfully used whiskey by-products to form a butanol biofuel.   

 

Lovers of fine scotch and bourbon may rest assured that this fuel is made from by-products, not the 

whiskey itself, so that no potable spirits are being put to waste.  Oddly enough, Sky News added that 

itôs derived from a process that was used to manufacture explosives during World War I and II, and 

that butanol fuels can be up to 25 percent more efficient than their better known ethanol siblings. 

 

Some start-ups and researchers have highlighted that amusing correlation between drinkable alcohol 

and experimental biofuels, with one company, E-Fuel, even unveiling its home ethanol generators at 

a bar and claiming that you could technically dump tequila into them to produce fuelðexplaining on 

a more serious note that early experiments in alcohol-based biofuels had been curtailed  by the onset 

of Prohibition legislation.

Faintly came the answer. . .òa wee bit of that boiled ham over yonder.ò 

ñWheesht, man,ò said Maggie, ñyou know fine thatôs  for your funeral!ò 

 

A Wee Bit of Scottish Humor 
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The origin of human games and sports predates recorded history.  An example of a possible early 

games venue is at Fetteresso, although that location is technically a few miles south of the Scot-

tish Highlands. 

 

It is reported in numerous books and Highland games programs, that King Malcolm III of Scot-

land, in the 11th century, summoned contestants to a foot race to the summit of Craig Choinnich 

(overlooking Braemar).  King Malcolm created this foot race in order to find the fastest runner in 

the land to be his royal messenger.  Some have seen in this apocryphal  event the origin of to-

dayôs modern Highland games. 

 

During various times of English occupation, from before the Wars of Independence to the sup-

pression after the Jacobite wars, the men of Scotland were forbidden to bear or train with arms, in 

an attempt to prevent another popular Scottish uprising.  Scots continued to train for war; they 

simply did so with the implements of war  replaced with the implements of the Highland Games. 

 

There is a document from 1703 summoning the clan of the Laird of Grant, Clan Grant.  They 

were to arrive wearing Highland coats and ñalso with gun, sword, pistil, and dirk.ò  From this let-

ter, it is believed that the competitions would have included feats of arms. 

However, the modern Highland games are largely a Victorian invention, developed after the 

Highland Clearances. 

 

The Cowal Highland Gathering, better known as the Cowal Games, held in Dunoon, Scotland 

every August, is the largest in Scotland., attracting around 3,500 competitors and some where in 

the region of 15 to 16 thousand spectators.  These games, however, are dwarfed by two gather-

ings in the United States; the ,many thousands that attend Grandfather Mountain in North Caro-

lina and the even larger gathering  that has taken place every year since 1865 

hosted by the Caledonian Club of San Francisco.
